Rising Star Information

Arrival

Rising Stars should arrive at Hoover High School at 9:30 a.m. on Saturday, August 1, in casual clothes (i.e. shorts, jeans, etc.).  They should be dropped off and left with the Miss Jefferson County “Rising Stars” staff.  No relative or friend will be allowed to stay with the Rising Star. 

Craft Activity

Rising Stars will make a “Good Luck” card for their contestant, and they will get to participate in other craft activities.  All craft materials will be provided.

Lunch
Rising Stars will eat lunch at 11:00 with the Miss Jefferson County’s Outstanding Teen contestants.  Lunch will be provided by the Miss Jefferson County staff.

Pageant Attire

From 12:00-12:30, one person (family member, friend, etc.) is allowed to come help the Rising Star change into her nice Sunday dress (any color) that she will wear on the stage when she is introduced with her Miss Jefferson County’s Outstanding Teen contestant.  Rising Stars will be introduced onstage after the Evening Wear competition.  Rising Stars will sit in reserved seating during the pageant and will be helped backstage at the appropriate time by the Miss Jefferson County “Rising Star” staff.

The Winner’s Rising Star

The Rising Star of the contestant who wins Miss Jefferson County’s Outstanding Teen should come onstage for pictures immediately following the pageant.
